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2. Introduction

The DigiSign MXC (model 500799-1080P) is capable of playing multiple audio /video signage
content simultaneously in a multiview window up to 1080p at 60Hz from a local network, the
Internet, or player internal memory, and supports multiview capability including multiple 1080p
videos and supports a scheduler to automatically deliver the windowed audio/video content
based on a yearly schedule. Multiple video, audio and image file formats are supported. The
unit delivers 1080p at 60Hz content to a display or to a MuxLab AV over IP system to be
distributed to multiple displays and video wall arrangements. The Player supports a Keyword
Dictionary and Interactive Mode.

The DigiSign MXC is managed by the DigiSign CMS (Content Management System) Software
running on a PC, which supports video, audio and image content as well as HTML5, RSS feeds
and many other widgets. DigiSign CMS can easily and quickly create digital signage content
and schedule the content to be played on the Player.

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6. Installation

1. Connect the player to the HDMI display equipment with an HDMI compliant cable, or
alternatively connect the Player to an AV over IP Transmitter to be able to connect to
multiple AV over IP Receivers and /or video walls and turn on the Display equipment.

2. Using a CAT5/6 cable connect the Ethernet port of the player to an Ethernet switch.

3. Next connect the power supply to the unit and then to an AC outlet. The Power LED will turn
on and the unit will start up.

4. MuxLab’s DigiSign CMS software can now be used to discover the 500799-1080P and
manage the unit. Please reference the DigiSign manual on how to discover, manage and
publish Signage content to this unit.

The unit is configured in DHCP mode by default, and will be assigned an IP address if your
network has a DHCP server.

5. If audio extraction is required, connect a Stereo 3.5 mm audio cable to the 3.5 mm jack for
analog audio, or a Digital Optical audio cable to the SPDIF connector and then connect

the other cable end to audio equipment.

Choppy Video Configuration * Check cable length
* Check the HDMI Cable Quality
* Check if IGMP is enabled on the Ethernet Switch
* Validate your video stream
