When the ARC/eARC function is turned on, select the input port 1 by pressing the “Selection”
button on the front panel or the 1 button on the IR remote, then connect the “IN 1(eARC)” port to
a Soundbar to output the audio signal returned from the “OUT (eARC)” port, as shown in the
figure below.
